Functionality:

· Concerned about allowing public access to a complicated interface-prefer to link to static maps they create

Planned uses for CITI Map:

· Plan to use internally to lobby for services and data gathering

Additional Data Needs

· Historic districts layer
· Break down use categories further i.e. schools, hospitals, housing class

· Zoning-show allowable uses, subclass

· compare zoning to actual use

· Dept of Buildings permit data to indicate construction

· Construction layer showing proposed, permits, under construction/ongoing, recent completions (big brokers, DOB source)

· Infrastructure improvements

· Street closings and traffic stress-useful to map detours for delivery services

· Street directions

· Parking zones and facilities

· Bus routes and subways

· Named neighborhood boundaries (financial district, City Hall, Chinatown etc)

· Business Improvement Districts
